* This week the students will begin their weekly spelling homework.  The homework will look the same every week except for the words.  Along with their homework there are spelling strategies, how to study, and sentence dictation.  The sentence dictation is for the third page in their homework.  The students are asked to write two sentences and circle the spelling words.   Please read these sentences to your child as they will be on the test Friday.  All spelling tests are on Friday.
* This week the students are also starting the Scantron test.  This is a computerized test over math, English Language Arts, science, and reading.  They will take the test again in the winter and spring to measure their growth throughout the year.  I also use their results to plan daily.  Please make sure the students get plenty of rest and a great breakfast!
