Building Independent Learners

Homework Folder

Homework grades will be on your child’s report card under homeroom.  
Reading Log

Please make sure you or your child records this on a daily basis and initial next to the book he/she has read.  This reading log will be kept in their homework folder for the week and returned on Friday with their homework.

· Shoes must be closed toe.

· Skirts are not allowed.
